Terms of Reference: Premises & Services Committee

(Reviewed, amended and approved - 11 April 2011)

Membership

The membership shall comprise no more than seven members. The Committee may invite the Corporation advisers or other third parties to attend meetings of the Committee as appropriate. Such persons shall not have a vote but shall be entitled to speak at the meeting. 

The Corporation at their annual general meeting shall select the Chair of the Committee. If the Chair, for whatever reason, is unable to continue, his/her replacement shall be appointed by the Committee subject to the approval of the Corporation.

The Director of ACT/Property Strategy will be invited to attend.

The Director of Finance & Resources will be invited to attend.

The quorum for meetings shall be three.

The Clerk to the Corporation shall act as Clerk to the Committee.

The Committee will meet at least three times per year, once each term.

Terms of reference

1. To consider any matters relating to Premises and Services, including health and safety, environmental and ethical issues, and those referred to it by the Corporation and advising the Corporation as appropriate.

2. To assess the College’s accommodation strategy on a regular basis and make recommendations to the Corporation.

3. To consider specific proposals for adaptations, extensions and new build and make recommendations to the Corporation as appropriate.

4. To award building and service contracts where these exceed the £10,000(+ VAT) limit of the Principal, or such other amount as the Corporation from time to time determines, subject to overall budget approval.

5. To consider and recommend to the Corporation expenditure proposals       Planned Preventative Maintenance (P.P.M.), Minor Works and Reactive Repairs and Maintenance (R.R.M.) annually.

6. An annual cycle of business is attached to these terms of reference. 
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
